EX: Yo hablo,   Ella busca,  Nosotros miramos,  Ellos compran

* An infinitive is the verb in its whole form.  It has not been broken down and it simply states what the verb means.

EX: Hablar- to speak   Buscar- to search   Mirar- to look at
